Francesca Provenzano, R.S, Dept. of Public Health:

Ms Provenzano appeared before the Commission today to propose that the Commission consider including environmental issues such as formaldehyde, asbestos, lead, radon, to name a few, in the real estate curriculum.  Ms Provenzano said that a 3 to 6 hour class is ample time to cover this information.

Commissioner Lana Ogrodnik seconded the motion.  The motion carried 3-2.  (Commissioners Hohider, Ogrodnik and Cagenello approved the motion and Commissioners Castonguay and Keating opposed the motion.)

Laureen Rubino distributed and reviewed the Investigative Report checklist with the Commission.

Laureen Rubino announced to the Commission that completed salesperson and broker applications will continue to be delivered to the Department of Consumer Protection; however, effective immediately, the Department of Consumer Protection will no longer process salespersons applications at the front counter or issue Certificate of Exam Eligibility forms.  Instead, a list of approved applicants’ names and addresses will be furnished daily or every other day to PSI Examination Services and they will mail a post card to the approved applicant to register to take the salesperson or broker test.

Examiner Joan Emerick’s recommended regulations, Section 20-314-1(A) and Section 20-314-2(A), regarding the time allowances when passing the licensing exams and paying for the initial license:
 

Following are the NEW suggested regulations
REGULATION SECTION 20-314-1(A) NEW.  Pass results for both the State and General portions of the written examination for a Real Estate Broker's license given by the Department of Consumer Protection or a national testing service shall be obtained by the applicant within two (2) years of the issuance of the Certificate of Examination Eligibility or other official verification of admittance to the Real Estate Salesperson's Examination.  Payment of the initial license fee to the Department of Consumer Protection shall also be made within the same two (2) years. Failure to pass both the State and General portions of the written examination for the Real Estate Broker's license as specified within this Section will require the applicant to retake both parts of the examination.
 

REGULATION SECTION 20-314-2(A) NEW.  Pass results for both the State and General portions of the written examination for a Real Estate Salesperson's license given by the Department of Consumer Protection or a national testing service shall be obtained by the applicant within two (2) years of the issuance date of the Certificate of Examination Eligibility or other official verification of admittance to the Real Estate Salesperson's Examination.  Payment of the initial license fee to the Department of Consumer Protection shall also be made within the same two (2) years.  Failure to pass both the State and General portions of the written examination for the Real Estate Salesperson's license as specified within this Section will require the applicant to retake both parts of the examination.
