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PROTECTING THE CONNECTICUT GROWN BRAND

The Connecticut Department of Agriculture (DoAG) serves as 

caretaker for the Connecticut Grown logo and promotes and pro-

tects the integrity of all the hard-working producers selling Connecti-

cut Grown farm products.  DoAG is very serious about preventing 

and stopping fraudulent activities that abuse the Connecticut Grown 

logo, mislead consumers, and jeopardize 

viability of Connecticut farms. 

On July 30, 2012, Connecticut Agricul-

ture Commissioner Steven K. Reviczky sus-

pended a business participating in the farm-

ers’ market at the Hartford Regional Market, 

also known as the Hartford Regional Farm-

ers’ Market (HRFM), for misrepresenting 

products as Connecticut Grown and selling 

products not grown in Connecticut.   

The HRFM is managed by DoAG and 

its rules clearly state that only Connecticut 

Grown farm products can be offered for sale 

Monday through Friday.  (Out-of-state prod-

ucts are permitted on Saturdays and Sun-

days as long as the out-of-state products do 

not make up more than 25% of the total products offered for sale at 

a vendor’s kiosk.) 

In early July, DoAG received several calls pertaining to out-of-

state blueberries being offered for sale during the week by one of 

the vendors at the HRFM.  DoAG staff performed a routine inspec-

tion, located the product in question, and requested from the vendor 

documentation proving the blueberries originated from Connecticut.  

The vendor did not comply with the request and was unable to pro-

vide a receipt proving the berries originated from Connecticut.  Sub-

sequently the business was issued a warning. 

Shortly after the first incident, a second inspection by DoAG 

staff revealed several other violations at the HRFM, resulting with 

citations to two vendors.  One admitted to buying out-of-state toma-

toes from a wholesaler and offering them for resale.  It was the ven-

dor’s first violation and DoAG issued a warning. 

The second vendor in violation was the same one reprimanded 

during the earlier inspection in July.  This vendor was cited for a 

second violation that included selling out- 

of-state blueberries, cantaloupe, water-

melon, and a plethora of other items at the 

farmers’ market.  The following day, DoAG 

ordered that vendor to discontinue partici-

pation in the farmers’ market.  The vendor 

was immediately suspended pending a 

hearing with Commissioner Reviczky.  

        Commissioner Reviczky and DoAG 

staff conducted that hearing on July 30, 

2012.  The vendor admitted to selling blue-

berries from Massachusetts and admitted 

to selling several types of melons from out 

of state.  No receipts from other Connecti-

cut farmers were presented at the hearing.  

It was determined that the point of origin for 

all products in question was from outside Connecticut.  In addition, 

the vendor was warned about improper refrigeration of products, 

improper labeling of products, and the importance of keeping prod-

ucts off the ground on pallets.  The suspension will continue until 

September 1, 2012.  

The HRFM has been in existence for over 50 years and is the 

only traditional wholesale farmers’ market in the state.  It serves as 

an important resource to many Connecticut farmers, farm stands, 

and other retail operations that wish to purchase and sell seasonal 

Connecticut Grown farm products.

Unfortunately, misrepresentation continues down the line be-

cause products purchased at the HRFM are sold at retail outlets 

and markets throughout the state.  Anyone claiming to offer Con-

necticut Grown products for sale may, at any time, be required to 

submit proof that the products originate from Connecticut.   

Due diligence regarding farm products marketed as Connecti-

cut Grown protects Connecticut farmers and the products they offer.  

DoAG strongly encourages anyone seeking wholesale farm prod-

ucts to know where those products come from, to ensure proper 

labeling, and to obtain receipts.   

DoAG takes the integrity of the Connecticut Grown logo and 

brand very seriously.  DoAG will continue to inspect establishments 

offering Connecticut Grown products for sale.  Fraudulent activities 

will not be tolerated.  Violators will be subject to suspension and 

fines.
