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NOTES from the DEPARTMENT . . . 
GAP/GHP THIRD-PARTY AUDIT PROGRAM

In 2011, three farms and one wholesaler successfully passed 
USDA Good Agricultural Practices/Good Handling Practices (GAP/
GHP) third-party food-safety audits in Connecticut.  

For those unfamiliar with GAP/GHP, it is a voluntary, audit-
based program that verifies adherence to the recommendations 
made in the Food and Drug Administration’s Guide to Minimize Mi-
crobial Food Safety Hazards for Fresh Fruits and Vegetables.  This 
program is not mandated by any government agency, but may be 
required by certain institutions, wholesalers, and retail operations. 
Depending on the requester, different GAP/GHP food-safety audits 
are available through different third-party auditing firms, including 
but not limited to USDA, Primus, Safe Quality Food Institute, and 
more.  Audits are done by request on an annual basis. Through a 
federal-state agreement with the USDA, the Connecticut Depart-
ment of Agriculture (DoAG) offers USDA GAP/GHP audits to re-
questing farmers.  

Many Connecticut farmers who sell to wholesale distribution 
centers have heard rumors about GAP/GHP for a number of years 
but many did not really understand what it was or where to start to 
implement such a program.  To address this, DoAG worked with 
University of Connecticut Cooperative Extension to develop the 
educational component of GAP/GHP. Together the two agencies 
developed an outline of what needs to be covered and the best 
methods for Connecticut farmers to incorporate a GAP/GHP pro-
gram. The finished product was a series of comprehensive class-
room meetings called GAP School.  

GAP School was offered over the winter of 2010-2011 and had 
a total of 48 participants. These meetings provided fruit and vegeta-
ble growers with the tools they need to develop a GAP/GHP food-
safety program for their farm.  Participation reasons varied from 
learning how to prepare for an audit to learning best practices to 
prevent microbial contamination of product.  By the end of GAP 
School, all participants were provided with the information neces-
sary to write their own food-safety manual and modify their current 
practices to pass a GAP/GHP audit.  All participating farms that 
opted to be audited successfully passed the USDA GAP/GHP audit. 
Plans are currently being made for a refresher course as well as 
additional GAP/GHP training for the winter of 2011-2012. 

In addition to designing the education component and providing 
the auditing service, DoAG also has recognized that a GAP/GHP 
program brings about an added expense for Connecticut farmers.  
Fees vary depending on the type of audit and the organization per-
forming the audit.  DoAG’s GAP/GHP Cost Share Grant, using 
USDA Specialty Crop Block Grant funds, will reimburse farmers 
who have successfully passed an accredited third-party food safety 
audit. The reimbursement is for 75% for the cost of an audit, up to 
$500.  

In the past 10 years, there have been many changes to food-
safety programs and changes will continue.  Voluntary programs 
like GAP/GHP educate producers and farm workers about the best 
practices to prevent microbial contamination while complying with 
customer demands.  DoAG has and will continue to make it a top 
priority to keep Connecticut farmers competitive through education 
and by offering the necessary food safety programs in 2012 and 
beyond.

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USDA SECRETARY VILSACK ISSUES 

DISASTER DESIGNATION FOR CONNECTIUT 

USDA Secretary Vilsack has granted Governor Malloy’s Sep-

tember 15, 2011, request for a disaster designation in Connecticut 

due to agricultural losses caused by Tropical Storm Irene.   

Fairfield, Hartford, Litchfield, Middlesex, New Haven, New 

London, and Windham Counties were named primary natural dis-

aster areas.  Tolland County was named a contiguous disaster 

county as a result of its adjacent location to primary disaster coun-

ties.   

The Secretarial disaster designation allows farm operators in 

all eight counties to apply for USDA Farm Service Agency (FSA) 

assistance including emergency loans and Supplemental Reve-

nue Assistance Payments (SURE).   

Farms may apply for emergency loans immediately and must 

have their applications in within eight months of the designation to 

be considered.  Applications for the SURE program will be ac-

cepted in 2012 after the 2011 farm revenue data required by stat-

ute is available.
